FRANCESCA SCHIAVONE

JOURNALIST: Was it more that her game was on or that you were off?
Are you pleased with (today’s) effort?

FRANCESCA SCHIAVONE:  I think she played very well, particularly with the serve. She served very good.  And then I think I was not in very great shape physically, more than mentally because mentally I was ready. It was a mix between she played very focused and very good (and) consistent and me, some points (were) good and some points, not.

Q.  What was troubling you physically?

FRANCESCA SCHIAVONE: Huh... Pfff... You are a man. I am a woman.... (Pause, followed by laughter in the room). I think I arrive from some days when I work hard. I don’’t know what to say. But now I feel a little bit more down. The power will come back positive.

Q.  I know that with my wife, there are difficult days, but there will be a better, brighter day...

FRANCESCA SCHIAVONE: If tomorrow is brighter and there is something big, tomorrow I go to your wife (laughter). I think it was coming from a little bit on some days when I was playing very tough matches. Today, I was not at a high level, physically, strong. Here, if you are not at 80% it’s tough. She played good.
Q.  Do you feel your game is improving?


FRANCESCA SCHIAVONE: Si, si, si. Si, si. I think I am improving and feeling better on the hard court. It’s a good way to keep it going.
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
