VICTORIA AZARENKA

JOURNALIST: How serious is the injury and do you think it will affect your presence next week?
Are you pleased with (today’s) effort?

VICTORIA AZARENKA: Well, definitely not for next week, but this is one of those things. The day you play you just cannot do anything about it. The best way is to try to deal with it, which I tried to, but I couldn’t continue anymore.

Q.  When did you first feel the pain, because in the first set, you were playing very well?

VICTORIA AZARENKA: Yeah, I was very surprised because of the way I played in the first set. My blister started in the warm-up, so I couldn’t have a proper warm-up. I had to play, it was a semi-final match and I knew that I would do the best I can. In the first set, I was managing, I was trying to not focus on the pain and try to play every point, point by point, but it was just too much.
Q.  When did you first start noticing the blister – was it today, yesterday?


VICTORIA AZARENKA: At first it was today, this morning. I’m surprised I could get a blister from sitting on my ass for two days. 

Q: Do you think the delay had anything to do with the injury?
Are you pleased with (today’s) effort?


VICTORIA AZARENKA: You know, it’s hard to say. It’s the same for everybody. Everybody was sitting, everybody was waiting. Maybe it was caused yesterday with the warming up and stopping and warming up and stopping. There is nothing you can do about it. It is done and I just have to forget and try to move on and prepare for the U.S. Open. My game was there; it’s just that my ability of moving was not there today.
Q.  Are you happy with the way you played during this tournament?

VICTORIA AZARENKA: Actually, I am very happy with the way I played today, despite the inability to move properly, and I still played 7-6 and the way I was hitting the ball after two days of not playing. I just have to take care of the little things and try to bring my good game, the same way I was playing, here to the U.S. Open, and I know I can
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
