CAROLINE WOZNIACKI

JOURNALIST: What did you think of your game?
Are you pleased with (today’s) effort?

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: Well, Patty is a great player, she is a very serious player. She knows how to play the points the way you don’t like it, she likes to mix it up and she doesn’t give you any rhythm, so it’s very difficult to play against a player like that. For me, I just tried to stay focused. Yeah, I wasn’t happy about missing my first two match points, but anyways, I managed to pull it off in two-match sets, so I was pretty happy about that.

Q.  Your next opponent will be Flavia Pennetta? What’s the key to beating her?

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: She is a great player and she is playing aggressively as well and she’s a great runner. The last time I played her, it was at the French Open, where we had a really tough match, where we played for over three hours. For me, it’s about finding my own rhythm and getting into my own bubble and being focused.
Q.  Now that Jankovic is out, do you feel like the favourite?


CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: No, actually, there are so many great players here and I don’t think there is one favourite, and I think there is a lot of players who have a lot possibility.
Q: This was your first time playing here in Montreal? How did you like the crowd?
Are you pleased with (today’s) effort?


CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: Very nice. I think it’s a great crowd and they are really supportive. They were really supportive out there. There were a lot of people watching.

Q.  What about the special perks for the athletes here? You have 3D TV, Jacuzzis, salons...? How does that compare to other tournaments?

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: Do we have Jacuzzis here? (laughter) Yeah? OK, I will ask the tournament director. I will definitely take advantage of that. This is a great event, great food, great organization, for sure. We have the Play Station downstairs. Those things are being taken advantage of (laughter).

Q.  Which crowd do you think is better – the Montreal crowd, or the Copenhagen crowd?


CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: Oh, that’s not fair! That’s not a fair question! (laughter)
Q.  With some of the top-ranked players out of the tournament, as the second-ranked player, do you feel hungry?


CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: Well, I’ve been there before, where I only had one spot to go. I feel hungry, definitely. Why should I be nervous, being number two in the world? It’s a great feeling. To get that last step, I think I will have to win a Grand Slam. For me, it’s about enjoying myself out there. I really like playing tennis, I like playing matches, I like to improve; Hopefully one day I can win a Grand Slam and reach number one. This is the time of the season that I like. I always play well around this time... These tournaments always do a great job for the players, to make them feel welcome.
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
