CAROLINE WOZNIACKI

JOURNALIST: How did you turn it around in the second set?
Are you pleased with (today’s) effort?

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: The second set, I thought, ‘It’s a new match, it’s a new set, I just need to keep playing the way I do.’ I was playing well. I was up and I was focused to finish it off this time. She was fighting, she just wanted to hang in there. Yeah, it was a tough match, but I knew going into the match that it wasn’t going to end easy because we’ve had tough matches before.  

Q.  The first set ended strangely? You were right in front of a ball that was called out. You got angry, but then you had to regroup and get that anger behind you. How did you do that?

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: I didn’t agree with the umpire at that point because I was right next to the ball. I didn’t think it was fair that she got the point, but you can’t do anything. The umpire made the decision and I just needed to get on with it. I just focused on the next balls and the next points, that’s it.
Q.  About her drop shots. Did you end up getting a handle on them?


CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: I actually think I won more in the beginning than towards the end. She really planned them accordingly when I was far behind the baseline. She really made them well so it wasn’t easy. I could see that she was standing at the right spot so that she could put the pressure on me to play it back well. She is a smart player
Q: Do you feel like number two in the world?
Are you pleased with (today’s) effort?


CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: Of course. I have to say that. I felt great out there today. Playing at 7, it’s a fantastic time and the crowd was amazing so I was really happy to be out there.

Q.  Fan support is pretty spectacular, eh?

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: Yeah it is, it’s really nice to play out there.

Q.  Did you feel better playing in this match?


CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: Definitely. I felt like I was playing really good tennis today. We had long rallies, I had the rhythm there. It really felt good. I felt I had to battle it out. It was a great feeling out there.
Q.  Your baseline games seem good? Would you say this was one of your best matches of the summer?


CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: I don’t know if it was one of my best matches, but I felt great. At the French Open, we had long matches as well, where the first two sets took two and a half hours because we just kept playing and playing. It’s just a great feeling to play matches like this and to win. This is what you practice for, to go out there and play at such a high level.
Q.  What did your coach say to you? He seemed animated.


CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: He just said ‘You’re playing great tennis, she is, too, so just hang in there and keep your concentration up and don’t think you’ve won this set even though you are up because she can come back’.
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
