Interview with:

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI

JOURNALIST: Was it easier than you expected?
Are you pleased with (today’s) effort?

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: I really didn’t think it was easy. I was focused and concentrated. Francesca is a great player. I didn’t want to give her the chance to come back. I thought I was playing really, really well today.

Q.  What aspect of your game did you like the most?

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: I thought I served really well. I thought I stepped in and took the balls early and dictated the game.  I thought that those things paid off today.
Q.  Were there adjustments that you made regarding the surface, as compared to the French Open?


CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: It’s two completely different tournaments with different surfaces and everything. Francesca played unbelievable at the French tournament. It was her tournament. Here I felt a little more comfortable on the hard courts. I knew what to expect and how she was going to play so I knew I had to be 100% focused because when she plays well, she is tough to beat. I went in there and did my best.
Q: About Serena Williams not playing in the U.S. Open – does it add pressure on you? Does it get any better for you, knowing that you are considered the number one seed?
Are you pleased with (today’s) effort?


CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: I just found out on the court. Serene is as great champion. She won so many Grand Slams, something I wish to accomplish one day. I am really sad for her that she had to pull out with an injury. I hope to see her back on tour very soon. I don’t think it adds extra pressure on me. I just go out there and play and enjoy myself and see what is going to happen.
Q.  You’ve won tonight and now you find out that you’re probably going to be the number-one seed at the U.S. Open. How does that feel?

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: Well, if I win (laughter), that would be the perfect thing. You know, the seed is just a number when you are on the court. You still have the same opponents and everything. I just want to beat every single one of the girls that are in my way and that will be my goal. I will have to see if that is going to be happening, hopefully. It doesn’t really matter to me if I am first seed or second seed, but it is something special to be a first seed at a Grand Slam.

Q.  Your thoughts on Kuznetsova?

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: I’ve played some really tough matches against her before. She’s a good player, playing really fast. I need to be ready. I need to move my feet fast and we have to see what is going to happen tomorrow.

Q.  Earlier in the week you said you weren’t the player to beat. Has that changed at all?

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: No, I think we are going to be four players left tomorrow. I am just focused on one match at a time. I really don’t think about who is favoured and who is not. It’s just that every match is different .I just go out there and I want to win. That’s my goal.
Q.  You box as part of your physical training. Does it help you bring an aggressive edge?

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: No, not really. It’s still hard work. When the boxers need to get in shape for a big match, they do a lot of cardio, they do a lot of exercises, with the medicine balls, also in the ring, of course. It’s just to get in the best physical shape possible and it’s good fun. No one is hitting me. I have coaches and trainers and I hit them. It brings out the results, so that is good.
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
