JOURNALIST: How did you feel out there?
Are you pleased with (today’s) effort?

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: I was only thinking about one match at a time and one point at a time, to be honest. If I didn’t win the first match, there wouldn’t be a second, so I was just going out there and I did what I had to do and I am very pleased about my results today.

Q.  How about the weather and the delays this past weekend, and then having to play two matches today?

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: Well, definitely it’s difficult, but the weather, no one can do anything about it. It was just about today, preparing for today. It could be a very hard day, but I am happy that I was prepared, physically, and feeling in good shape, so it was no problem for me playing two matches. 
Q.  How do you feel going into the U.S. Open on a winning note?


CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: I feel really good. It definitely gives you a lot of confidence, winning a tournament like this. It is such a huge tournament, almost all the top players were playing. It’s a great feeling for me to (leave) here as a winner.
Q: How about now that you’re headed off to New Haven? Do you like to play a lot before the Grand Slams?
Are you pleased with (today’s) effort?


CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: I like to play matches. It’s much more fun than practices, and especially if you are winning. Hopefully I can keep the winning streak going.
Q.  You seemed frustrated at one point in the first set. What was the problem?

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: I was just trying to move my feet, and to keep moving because the wind was a little tricky, to keep the margins and go for it at the right time.

Q.  How does it feel going into the U.S. Open as the number one seed? 

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: I don’t know. I don’t think about that. I just go out there and I want to win every match and every ball and that’s my goal. I just enjoy this moment and that I won this tournament. Hopefully I can treat myself well tonight.

Q.  Last year you went to the final in the U.S. Open. How different of a player are you this year?

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: I feel I’ve got definitely more experience and I know how it feels to be in a Grand Slam final, and, I just think I improved a little bit and fitness wise.
Q.  How important was the first set, 5-3, love 40? 

CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: Definitely important. It was important for me to close that set and to get the lead. It was important for me to get a good start in the second set as well... I was just thinking one point at a time, and trying to get a good first serve in. 
Q.  Were you surprised to see so many people in the stands today?


CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: I was very happy that there were so many people, and the weather turned out great. It was nice to have such a fantastic atmosphere.


Q.  How about the weather?


CAROLINE WOZNIACKI: How about the weather? Well... I won! And I like the weather here (laughter).
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
